Impressive Results
In its first five years, Albuquerque Reads

worked with three Title I elementary schools. The
results are impressive. At the beginning of the
2006-2007 school year, only 6% of students
enrolled in the program were reading at or above
grade level. Just 9 months later, with the help of
Albuquerque Reads, 

• 81% were reading at or above grade level, 
and another 
• 6% were reading almost at grade level.
